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The NISA -  “NATO International School Azerbaijan 2005” was an international project organised by Azerbaijan Youth Euro-Atlantic Organization (AYEAO) with the sponsorship of NATO Public Diplomacy Division and with the support of Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Azerbaijan Republic.
